Unexcused AbsencesðAbsences due to non-school  
related activities, family events, clubs, trips, or vacations, 
and any absences not reported to the school by a parent/
guardian within two school days of the studentôs return to 
school.  NOTE:  At the 6th-8th level, every 3 unexcused 
absences in one semester will result in the dropping of one 
letter grade in each subject area.
