As you may already know, an outbreak of swine flu has caused the
U.S. to issue a public health emergency. Although we do not have
any known cases in our area, we are doing everything possible to

protect the health of our students and limit the spread of swine flu.
Our staff are staying informed and we are monitoring the situation.

What to do if your child gets sick: Please do not send your child to
school i f he/lshe is ill with
diarrhea, nasal discharge that is yellow/green, unidentified rash, or other
contagious conditions. The Center for Disease Control encourages indi-
viduals living in areas where swine influenza cases have been identified
and become ill with influenza-like symptoms to contact their health care
provider, particularly if you are worried about your symptoms.
Symptoms include: fever, body aches, runny nose, sore throat, nausea,
vomiting, or diarrhea. Your health care provider will determine whether
influenza testing or treatment is needed. Please contact the school
